LOOKING AHEAD: The winner of the Illinois Wesleyan/Wabash game would play the winner of the game between Lakeland (6-4) 
at No. 2-ranked Wisconsin-Whitewater (10-0). The Warhawks have played Mount Union in the national title game the past four 
seasons, winning the Division III championship in 2007 and losing to the Purple Raiders in 2005, 2006, and 2008. 
 

THE NCAA PLAYOFFS: Illinois Wesleyan, in winning the College Conference of Illinois and Wisconsin title 
and owning the tie-breaker over North Central, earned the school’s first automatic qualifier into the NCAA 
Division III playoffs…This is IWU’s first appearance in the NCAA playoffs since 1996. 
1992: The Titans were 1-1 in 1992 NCAA playoff action, topping Aurora, 21-12, at home before falling to Mount 
Union, 49-27. Quarterback Tom Monken was brilliant in the two games, completing 38 of 57 passes for 474 
yards, but Mount Union quarterback Jim Ballard set an NCAA record with 17 consecutive completions in the 
first half en route to a 26 of 33 day with 454 yards and five touchdowns. That yardage total was a record for an 
IWU opponent. 
1996: IWU was also 1-1 in the 1996 playoffs, downing Albion on the road (23-20) before falling again to Mount 
Union (49-14), who went on to become Division III national champions. Titan end Steve PetersonÕs block of a 

potential game-tying 19-yard field goal with 1:22 left saved IWU’s win at Albion. Mount Union stormed to 35 second quarter points 
behind quarterback Bill Borchert, who threw for 228 yards and rushed for 97 more. 
 
CORN BOWL: The 1992 postseason appearance was the first for the school since Nov. 25, 1948, when IWU beat Eastern Illinois 
on Thanksgiving Day in the second annual Corn Bowl before a crowd estimated at 8,500 at Wesleyan Stadium. 
 
CCIW TITLES: The Titans finished with a 6-1 record in the College Conference of Illinois and Wisconsin and tied for the league 
title with North Central. This marks the school’s 14th CCIW championship – previous first place finishes were in 2007 (shared with 
North Central), 2001 (shared with Augustana), 2000 (shared with Millikin), 1996, 1994 (shared with Augustana), 1992, 1980 
(shared with Elmhurst), 1977 (shared with Millikin), 1974 (shared with Millikin), 1965, 1964, 1951, and 1948. 
 
BRIEFLY ABOUT WABASH: The Little Giants are making their third straight NCAA Division III appearance and their sixth 
overall… Wabash averages 39.2 points while allowing only 12.1 per game. Quarterback Matt Hudson, who missed two games 
with a rib injury, has thrown for 24 touchdowns, completing 68 percent of his passes (154 for  228) for 2248 yards. He was named 
the NCAC Offensive Player of the Week as he was 19 of 30 for 325 yards and three TDs in the Little Giants' 32-19 win over 
DePauw on Nov. 14. Hudson moved into second place on the NCAC career touchdown passing list with 78 and also became the 
second player in Wabash history to throw for more than 2,000 yards in three consecutive seasons. 
Two receivers have accounted for more than 650 receiving yards each - Kody Lamond (974 yards, 14 TDs) and Wes Chamblee 
(697, six TDs) - and Tommy Mambourg is their top rushing threat with 720 yards on 158 carries. 
Spencer Whitehead, the Little Giants' kicker, has made 48 of 52 extra point tries and six of 11 field goal attempts with a long of 37 
against Washington U. 
On defense, Wabash is led by CJ Gum  with 73 total tackles. Bryan Watson  has 56 tackles and five sacks and Matt Kraft has 54 
tackles and an interception. Addrian Frederick has eight interceptions to go along with his 33 tackles while Jake Martin  has 
picked off four passes and has 51 tackles.

Wesleyan…The teams have not met since 1983.

FOR THE RECORD: Illinois Wesleyan is 93-49 in its last 142 games (.655) since 1995...The Titans are 78-31 (.716) at home and 
63-47-1 on the road (.572) under Norm Eash...The 49 losses have come to Wheaton (8); Augustana (8); Millikin (7); North Central 
(6); Carthage (5); Elmhurst (3); Simpson, UW- Eau Claire, Mt. St. Joseph and Coe (2); and Mount Union, UW-LaCrosse, and 
Washington U. (1). 
ON TO THE NEXT 500: IWU is 526-386-42 (.573) in 117+ football seasons... The 500th win came in a 23-14 win over Wheaton on 
Oct. 22, 2005. 
SEPTEMBER: In September, IWU was 3-0 and the Titans are now 44-19-1 (.689) in the Norm Eash era in the month. IWU teams 
won 11 straight September games (all non-league) from 1995 (loss at Simpson) until 2001 (loss to Washington U.).  
OCTOBER: The Titans were 4-1 in October 2009…In the Norm Eash coaching tenure, Illinois Wesleyan is 63-39 (.614 winning 
mark) in October…IWU was 2-2 in 2008 in October and the Titans were 4-0 in October in 2007. 
NOVEMBER: In the Norm Eash coaching tenure, Illinois Wesleyan is 34-20 in November…IWU is 2-0 in November this season, 
was 1-2 last year and were 1-1 in November in 2007. 
 
9 WINS: Illinois Wesleyan (9-1) has had nine wins in a football season three other times — most recently in 2000 (9-1), in 1996 
(10-1) and in 1992 (10-1). The school record for wins in a season is 10…Until 2000, CCIW teams only played nine regular season 
games. 
 
THE POLLS: For the second straight week the Titans are No. 14 in the Nov. 9 D3football.com poll and No. 16 in the Nov. 9 
American Football Coaches Association (AFCA) poll… Wabash is No. 15 in both polls…Mount Union, Wis.-Whitewater, Wesley, 
St. John’s and Linfield are the top five in the D3football.com poll while Mount Union, Wis.-Whitewater, Wesley, St. John’s and 
Central (Iowa) comprise the top five in the AFCA rankings. The Titans through the season:

CCIW ALL-LEAGUE HONORS: Illinois Wesleyan senior linebacker Nick Nikolich (Woodstock, Ill., HS) was named "Don Larson 
Defensive Player of the Year" in the College Conference of Illinois and Wisconsin on Nov. 17. Nikolich is the first IWU player to win 
the league's top defensive honor since Jeff Heinzl in 2000. Keith Cornwell (1979), Rick Hanna (1980) and John Munch (1996 and 
1997) were the other Illinois Wesleyan defensive players to be honored with the award in the CCIW. 
Nikolich was seventh in the league with 49 total tackles and helped IWU lead the league in scoring defense (11.6 points allowed), 
pass defense (122.1 yards allowed per game), rushing defense (81.3 yards allowed per game) and total defense (203.4 yards 
allowed per game). 
In addition to Nikolich, five other Titans named to the all-CCIW first team on defense - sophomore defensive back P.J. Cummings 
(Chicago, Notre Dame HS), senior defensive back Roman Hunter (Chicago, Gordon Tech HS), junior l inebacker Dan Rogers 
(Park Ridge, Maine South HS), junior linemen Max Brooks (Oak Park, Oak Park-River Forest HS) and Ryan Jenkins (Richton 
Park, Rich South HS). 
On the second team all-league defensive squad is senior defensive back Robert Beauchamp (Cerro Gordo HS). 
Chosen to the second team offensive unit were junior running back Eli Williams (Westville HS), senior wide receivers found Chris 
Messina (Chicago, Nazareth Academy) and Jack Scalcucci (Batavia HS), senior linemen Travis Boothe (Villa Park, 
Willowbrook HS) and Keely Flood (Lombard, Montini HS) and junior lineman Ray Krishock (Wheaton, St. Francis HS). 
 
 

COACH NORM EASH: In 2009, Norm Eash (Illinois Wesleyan, 1975) was named CCIW "Coach of the Year" 
for the fifth time. The "dean" of league coaches, Eash was also CCIW "Coach of the Year" in 2007, 2001, 1996 
and 1992…Eash in his 23rd season at IWU and has a career record of 141-78-1 (.638), making him second 
among IWU coaches in victories (Eash's college coach, Don Larson, had 168 wins from 1954-86). Prior to 
2009, Eash ranked 20th among NCAA Division III active coaches in wins. Among all-time Division III coaches, 
Eash is No. 53 in wins and 56th in winning percentage…The conference win at Augustana on Oct. 17, 2009, 
was the 100th league win for Eash…His career CCIW mark is 104-61-1 (.623), making him fourth all-time in 
victories in the league, behind Larson (142), Bob Reade of Augustana (112) and Art Keller of Carthage (105). 
 



 
 
 
MORE ON NICK NIKOLICH: With 67 total tackles this season, senior linebacker Nick Nikolich (Woodstock, Ill., HS) now has 
241 career tackles. That places him No. 13 at Illinois Wesleyan in defensive records for career tackles kept since the 1976 season. 
 
KRAIG LADD: He missed the final three quarters vs. Wheaton and the entire North Park game with a shoulder injury and missed 
the Augustana and Elmhurst games with a hand injury suffered vs. Millikin… Ladd is now No. 4 all-time at Illinois Wesleyan with 
5,398 passing yards...Ladd is No. 4 with 448 completions and tied for No. 3 with 55 career TD passes (tied with John Rooney, 
1982-84, who is the father of Ladd’s teammate Brien Rooney)...His current career completion rate is .583, with 445 completions of 
761 attempts. That is third all-time…His 5565 yards of total offense is also fifth in an IWU uniform.

LAST WEEK: Illinois Wesleyan thumped North Park, 49-0, in Chicago on Nov. 14 to win the CCIW title and 
earn the league’s automatic qualification to the NCAA playoffs for the first time. The Titans led 42-0 at 
halftime cruising to the school’s 14th CCIW championship as North Park was limited to -6 yards of total 
offense (-19 rushing and 13 passing) and gained only two first downs while the Titans rolled up 19 first downs 
and had 489 yards of total offense. 
The Titans opened the scoring on a 6-yard pass from Brien Rooney (Western Springs, Fenwick HS) to 
Chris Messina (Chicago, Nazareth Academy) at the 11:17 mark of the first quarter, then scored again at 
8:11 when Rooney found Jack Scalcucci (Batavia HS) on a 49-yard TD pass. A two-point conversion made 

the score 14-0. IWU went ahead 22-0 when Eli Williams (Westville HS) ran in the first of his three TDs with 3:51 to play in the 
opening period and Rooney hit Jon Meacham (Oak Park, Oak Park-River Forest HS) for a two-point conversion. Williams scored 
again with 2:05 to play in the first on a 15 yard run and Dennis Zic (Wood Dale, Fenton HS) added the first of his three extra point 
kicks. 
With 10:23 to play before halftime, Max Brooks (Oak Park, Oak Park-River Forest HS) recovered a fumble in the end zone for a 
score to put the Titans on top, 35 - 0, and Williams dashed 27 yards for a score with 5:17 before intermission. Zic added the extra 
point for a 42-0 advantage. 
In the fourth quarter with 14:43 to play in the game, freshman Matthew Lambert (Bourbonnais, Bishop McNamara HS) 
connected with freshman Joe Musso (Chicago, Fenwick HS) on a 65 yard TD pass and Zic,added the kick to make the final 49-0. 
Williams had 152 yards on 13 carries and Cameron Allen (Anchorage, Alaska, Service HS) rushed for 54 yards on 10 carries. 
Rooney completed an efficient eight of nine passes for 131 yards and also ran for 12. 
Ryan Jenkins (Richton Park, Rich South HS), Nick Nikolich (Woodstock, Ill., HS) and Mike Kotz (Elmwood Park, St. Patrick 
HS) all had five tackles to lead IWU, who kept North Park quarterback Shelby Wood in check - he was 0-for-seven in the game. 
Kotz and Nikolich each had one quarterback sack and Chris Rice was in on two sacks. 
 
IWUÕS 2009 CCIW WEEKLY HONOREES: Nov. 9: Sophomore defensive back P.J. Cummings (Chicago, Notre Dame HS) was 
chosen "Defensive Player of the Week" for football in the College Conference of Illinois & Wisconsin for his performance in a 20-17 
win over Wheaton Nov. 7. Cummings had a game-high 10 tackles, an interception in the end zone, and blocked a punt to lead the 
Titan defense. With Illinois Wesleyan leading only 12-10, the third quarter interception by Cummings ended a nine play, 51-yard 
drive that saw the Thunder advance to the Titans’ 15-yard line before he picked off the pass…Nov. 2: Senior quarterback Kraig 
Ladd (Shelbyville, Ill., HS) was named CCIW "Offensive Player of the Week" as he returned from missing two weeks with a 
broken hand to lead IWU to a 28-22 overtime win vs. North Central on Oct. 31. He completed 23-of-48 passes for 340 yards and 
three touchdowns, including the game-winner to Michael Sloboda from 10 yards out in overtime. The 340 passing yards is the 13th 
best in a single game at IWU. Ladd also was the Titans’ leading rusher in the game, accounting for 67 yards on 13 carries for a 
total offensive day of 407 yards (of the 505 Illinois Wesleyan gained). He had one rushing TD…Oct. 19: Senior linebacker Nick 
Nikolich (Libertyville HS) has been named CCIW "Defensive Football Player of the Week" twice this season. Nikolich led IWU to 
a 7-0 win over Augustana with eight total tackles including a 15-yard quarterback sack. He helped the defense hold Augustana to 
29 yards and two first downs in the first half. For the game, the Vikings were held to 135 yards of total offense, 105 rushing and 30 
passing… Oct. 5: Nikolich and senior Chris Messina (Chicago, Nazareth Academy) were honored as CCIW players of the week 
for their play vs. Carthage. Nikolich had a team-high eight tackles, including two for -12 yards, in leading the defense in the 42-16 
win at Carthage. The Red Men gained 10 rushing yards and 183 total yards on the day. One of Nikolich’s tackles was a 
quarterback sack for -11 yards. Messina picked up a blocked punt and returned it 16 yards for a TD on Carthage’s first possession. 
Messina, who also had a special teams tackle, had scored on a 39-yard touchdown catch just :55 into the game and his blocked 
punt return for a TD came 1:33 later (2:28 into the contest)… Sept. 8: Junior Eli Will iams (Westville, Ill., HS) was CCIW 
"Offensive Player of the Week". Williams rushed for 177 yards on 18 carries to lead IWU to a 28-25 win over Hope. The 177 yards 
is the 16th best single-game effort in IWU history. Williams had TD runs of 4 yards, 7 yards and 72 yards. 
 



THE FIFTH PERIOD: The Titans are 3-0 all-time in overtime games (2-0 at home). 
1 – In Bloomington, IWU defeated Washington U., 31-24, on Sept. 21, 2002 when Eric White caught a 10-yard pass from Josh Akin 
for the score and Brian Klesath added the extra point before the Titan defense held the Bears. 
2 - In Decatur on Oct. 14, 2006, the Titans beat the Big Blue 12-6. The winning score came when Nick Panno hit Martin Ceisel with 
an 11-yard TD pass. 
3 - In Bloomington, IWU beat North Central, 28-22, on Oct. 31, 2009. After holding the Cardinals, IWU scored in five plays on a 10-
yard pass from Kraig Ladd to Michael Sloboda. 
 
CCIW VS. NON-CCIW: Teams from the College Conference of Illinois & Wisconsin finished 20-4 against non-conference 
opponents in 2009 and five teams were unbeaten (IWU, Carthage, Millikin, Elmhurst and Wheaton)...This marks only the second 
time in the last 22 seasons that the conference has won 20 or more non-conference games. It was the best finish since 2005 when 
the CCIW went 21-3. Elmhurst and Wheaton finished 3-0 in non-conference regular season games for the seventh straight season. 
The Bluejays have won 22 straight outside the CCIW while Wheaton has a 23-game winning streak in nonconference regular 
season action. 
 
SEASON OPENERS: IWU is 12-11 (.522) in opening-day games under Norm Eash, including two wins in a row over Hope. With 
the win in 2008, the Titans snapped a five-game season opener losing streak dating back to a win in 2002 (35-31 at Wisconsin-
LaCrosse).  
 
PERFECT START: Prior to the Milikin loss, the Titans were 4-0 for the first time since 2002…In both 2008 and 2009, the Titans 
started out 3-0 (with wins each year over Hope, Alma, and Aurora). In 2002 Illinois Wesleyan started with four straight wins (at 
Wis.-LaCrosse, 35-31; Washington U., 31-24 in OT; at Chicago, 34-16; North Park, 49-9).  
 
CCIW PRESEASON POLL: The CCIW head football coaches picked North Central to win the 2009 conference title in a preseason 
poll. The Cardinals (11-1, 7-0 in 2008), who have won at least a share of the CCIW title in each of the last four seasons, were first 
in the poll with 48 points (six first place votes). Wheaton was second with 42 points (one first place vote). Augustana (7-3, 5-2) was 
third with 36 points (one first place vote). Illinois Wesleyan (6-4, 3-4) was fourth with 30 points, followed by Elmhurst, Carthage, 
Millikin and North Park.
